Purpose: Brigham Young University–Hawaii has a unique curriculum designed to develop the mind and heart so that students learn in ways that will transform their lives and empower them to lead in their families and in their communities and help build the Kingdom of God. This curriculum, called Holokai, is a voyage that helps students learn to think in different ways that will make them a more complete leader, employee, and human being. There are four dimensions to this curriculum. First, students affirm their identity as children of God through the Spiritual Dimension as they work to develop their relationship with Heavenly Father. This dimension is woven throughout the BYUH experience with emphasis through religious education courses, campus devotionals, temple service, and Sabbath worship. Second, the Human Dimension focuses on developing the capacity to understand, respect, and love others as students study expression, culture, and history by completing a major or minor in the Arts and Humanities. Third, students develop their capacity to reason scientifically and engage their relationship with the environment around them by completing a major or minor in Math or one of the Sciences. Lastly, students discover ways to apply their learning to contribute actively to the basic needs of their families, communities, and nations. The multi-year plan is based on a 5-year cycle and helps to inform assessment for the program learning outcomes (PLOs) as well as the institutional learning outcomes (ILOs) for your major, minor/certificate.

3. Columns 2 – 6: List the academic years (replacing YYYY-YYYY) starting with the current academic year. 
a. Example: Column 2 = 2022-2023 | Column 3 = 2023-2024
4. For each program learning outcome, place an ‘X’ in the row under the academic year column that your program is planning to assess that particular outcome.
a. For example: Each PLO should be assessed at least once within the 5-year assessment plan
5. Budget column: list if equipment/software request or facilities change request is needed for that particular PLO and what the amount will be.

Some guiding principles to help you understand how to assess the ILOs within your program would be to answer the following questions:

At the heart of it, is how does a student in (discipline) communicate, analyze, and inquire?  How do they show service, integrity, and stewardship?  
Examples: 
· How does a student in history communicate, analyze, inquire, serve, show integrity and stewardship?
· How does a student in biology communicate, analyze, inquire, serve, show integrity and stewardship?
· How does a student in accounting communicate, analyze, inquire, serve, show integrity and stewardship?

2. The Institutional Learning Outcomes are already listed going down column 1.
